OPEN PUBLIC MEETING ANNOUNCEMENT
As per N.J.S.A. 10:4-12, City Clerk read the Open Public Meetings Act Announcement.  
MERCANTILE LICNENSE HEARINGS:

413 E. Glenwood Avenue

128 E. Andrews Avenue


Ms. Bittner said the purpose of this Special Meeting is to review the above Rental Housing Mercantile License Applications which have been marked for concern by either the Chief of Police, Fire Prevention or Code Enforcement.  The properties will be discussed one at a time and the property owner, or representative will have an opportunity to speak.  Ms. Bittner told the Board of Commissioners that they had the option to approve the issuance of a license, deny the issuance of a license, or issue a “Conditional” license for the above properties.  Chief Regalbuto’s recommendation was based on how many calls were received for these properties over the past year.  If the Police Department received six or more calls, the applications were marked for “Referral” and given to the Commissioners for consideration.  All persons representing the above properties were sworn in by the City Clerk.
413 E. Glenwood Avenue: Mayor Troiano called forward a representative for this property.  However, no one was present.  The City Clerk stated he received a phone call from the property owner stating he would not be able to attend the meeting, but would submit an email indicating a date that would be convenient for him.  The City Clerk said he never received that email.  Mayor Troiano offered a Resolution to deny this license until the property owner came before the Board adding that the owner has already been found guilty twice in Municipal Court for maintaining a nuisance.

128 E. Andrews Ave: Mayor Troiano called forward a representative for this property.  Those present and sworn in were Kathy Dubleski, owner, and William Compton, property manager.  Mayor Troiano asked Chief Regalbuto to explain why he referred approval of this license to the Commissioners.  Chief Regalbuto stated he pulled the calls for service regarding this property.  During a 6 month period, 20 calls of service were placed including but not limited to: 3 simple assaults; aggravated assaults; warrants; Meagan Law offenders; and several other arrests.  Mayor Troiano asked John Davis, of Code Enforcement, if he had any concerns in reference to this property.  Mr. Davis said this property has recently been remodeled, and he’s only had one issue with trash, which was resolved with one phone call approximately a month ago.  Ms. Dubleski said a couple of the calls on the police log were for domestic disputes.  The tenant called 3-4 times, and those tenants have since been removed.  She said she asks her tenants to contact the property manager prior to calling the Police, if at all possible.  She said she has removed 184 people since she purchased the property.  She said they follow a strict check list when interviewing potential tenants, which include verifing the applicants are employed and have a driver’s license.  The property manager, Mr. Compton, said the Police Department is doing a wonderful job.  He said the Meagan Law calls reflected on the log are going to happen as the Police are required to check on that person.  He said the man holds a job, a relationship, and has never been a problem.  Ms. Dubleski said there are calls on the log that were from one girl but, she has since been removed.  Mayor Troiano said there is some cause for concern when there are 10 calls to one property within a 6 month time frame.  He said he understands that owners can’t discriminate, but they have to understand that the City is trying to clean these properties up one property at a time.  Mayor Troiano asked how many people they have living in the building.  Ms. Dubleski said there are 22 tenants, all of whom are employed.  She said she doesn’t intend for this pattern to continue.  Mayor Troiano offered a 6-month Conditional License is issued as well as sharing their IEP address for their security cameras with the Police Department.
