Mr. Rosenello said they’ve changed the pricing on the tram car rides this year.  The pre-season fare of $5 will stay in force until Memorial Day, and a single fare in-season is going from $3 to $3.50.  He said cash collection on the tram car has gone from 100% to 30%, which is a good thing.  He also noted that there have been some mechanical issues with the tram to deal with.  Mayor Troiano asked if the trams run pier-to-pier?  Mr. Rosenello said the tram runs on a continuous loop from one end of the boardwalk to the other.  The tram does stop at each pier, he said.  Mr. Brannen asked if the restrooms on the boardwalk will be open on Easter?  Mr. Rosenello said yes, but noted that maintaining the restrooms is a significant issue throughout the season.  Ryan Troiano, Leaming Ave., asked who owns the tram?  Mr. Rosenello said it’s a private corporation, established in 1997, with an elected Board of Directors.  He then went over the names of the Directors.  Mr. Troiano said his concern is the dedication of funds.  He said a lot of work needs to be done on the boardwalk, and the City performs the work - but receives no benefit.  He said the City has the ability to do more, and needs to do more.  Mr. Troiano asked about kiosks.  Mr. Rosenello said they’ve considered it, but it’s extremely expensive.  The Mayor said in order to keep the lines of communication open, he and Commissioner Byron will report on the BID/SID meetings they attend at regular Board meetings.  Commissioner Byron said he’s comfortable with the SID budget, that there’s not a lot of fat.  He said we’re all in this together.
